The MX35 employs a bi-metallic, “snap-action” sensing element, 
sensitive to load current as well as ambient temperature.

When subject to overload current, the temperature rise in the  
bi-metal element causes the contacts to snap open. Upon a 
decrease in temperature the bi-metal automatically snap-closes  
the contacts.  
If the load current is still excessive upon closure, the temperature of 
the bi-metal element will again rise and repeat the trip cycle.
